1. It must not be detrimental to the use or the 
development of adjacent properties, or to the 
general neighborhood; it must not adversely 
affect the health or safety of residents or workers.

2. It must not be that any possible depreciating 
effects and damages to the neighboring 
properties are greater than the benefits or need 
for the Conditional Use.

3. It must not adversely affect existing uses, and 
it must be proposed to be placed on a lot of 
sufficient size to satisfy the space requirements of
the use.

4. It must meet all other requirements of the 
Zoning Ordinance.

There have been numerous complaints received from 
adjacent properties.

The possible depreciating effects could be greater 
than the benefits of the Conditional Use unless 
mandatory conditions are put on restricting the 
placement and time limit for the Conditional Use.

Existing neighbors have complained.  The property is 
of sufficient size for the proposed use.

They are currently in violation of the Bulloch County 
Zoning Ordinance.
